To get training statistics for JTE

Log in to MyBSA
‘Program’ tab, then ‘Training’ sub tab

The top gadget should be ‘Training Analysis’ – this gives you training by position (number and percentage, not by name, but is by unit).  It includes all leaders so the percentage is not the JTE number.

The next gadget is ‘Training Report’ – this gives you trained by position.  It includes name and unit (only by position, not by unit).

The third gadget should be ‘Trained Leader by Unit’ – this lets you query by unit.  You get percentage and numbers, not names.  It will let you query by district, by program, and direct contact.  This is a slow process.  There is no total for the district, but you can export to Excel and do the math.

The fourth gadget is called ‘Top Leader/Direct Contact Leader Trained’ – this is a report that gives you percent of trained direct contact leaders by position, but not totals for all positions.

To get a report by unit with names, you can export by position one at a time from the ‘Training Report’ into Excel and then re-sort by unit.  You have to remember to create a column for position each time you run a query because position does not export with the names.  The data columns are not the same in each exported report for some reason, so you may need to rearrange columns.  Then you can do the math to get the percentages for JTE.

For districts, in ScoutNet  go to ‘Program’ then ‘Advancement’.  There is a report there called the “Adult Training Statistics Report’.  That gives you totals by district and position, not by unit.  You still need to do the math because this also includes committee.
